Supply List 

- Crayola Super Tips Markers 
- Tombow Dual Brush Pens (maybe two or three of your favourite 

colours) 
- Tombow Fudenosuke Brush Pen (choose a soft tip if you can) 
- Sakura Pigma Micron Fineliner Pens (Sizes 005 and 01) (Black) 
- Pentel Sign Pen (Black) 
- POSCA Fine Bullet Tip Paint Marker (PC-1M Extra Fine) - White 
- Pencil Crayons 

o Faber-Castell Polychromos Colour Pencils are one of my favourites but 
feel free to bring whatever you have. Kensington Art Supply sells the 
Polychromos individually so you could buy just a few to try. Choose pencil 
crayons that are a couple of shades darker than the markers you will be 
using. For example, if your marker colour is light blue, look for a navy or 
deep blue pencil crayon.
